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1. FINANCIAL

The Treasurer, David Chandler, will present a separate Financial Report for the year ended

30 June 2010. 

2. MEMBERSHIP

At the end of the financial year we had 587 fully paid members.  We are seeking ways to strategically grow our membership and provide more value for current members.  In January we hosted our first ever members-only cocktail function at the Royal Perth Yacht Club.  In the future we plan to organise future similar members-only events as a way of thanking our members for their ongoing support.

3. MISSION

The West Australian Mining Club’s mission is to assist in the advancement of the mining industry, particularly in Western Australia, by providing a forum for the dissemination of general and technical information among people employed in the industry and to encourage individuals into the mining and minerals industry. We achieve these objectives by hosting monthly events where we provide topical presentations from the mining industry as well as a venue for our members to network and catch up.  

Funds raised through memberships and event sponsorship, over and above our running costs, are used to provide support to mining related not-for-profit organisations and for tertiary mining student scholarships and prizes.  

4. SCHOLORSHIPS & STUDENT PRIZES
This past financial year the club awarded four $10,000 scholarships, which were co-sponsored by industry members:  IMO, Aquaterra, the Kiernan Family, and Western Areas.  We will be awarding 4 more scholarships this financial year. We have continued to maintain contact with past winners, and print updates on their progress in Minesite.

We are very pleased with the success of the expanded scholarship program and will continue to offer four scholarships per year as long as we have support from our members.

We also awarded four $500 student prizes this year to students at Curtin, WASM, UWA and Murdoch Universities.

5. EVENTS

· ST BARBARA’S DAY

We had a sellout crowd at this year’s event, which was held December 9. Jim Netterfield, Operations Director for Oakajee Port & Rail gave a fantastic presentation and Dr Stephen Langford from the Royal Flying Doctor Service was present to help draw the prizes of the WA Mining Club’s annual raffle. From the raffle proceeds, the Club donated $13,000 to the RFDS and also made a generous donation to the West Australian School of Mines.

· GOLF DAY

This year’s golf day was held on 12 March at the Joondalup Resort.  The event was once again sold out.
· GALA DINNER

The 2010 Gala Dinner was held in the Hyatt Grand Ballroom on September 4th. The “African Adventure” themed event was an enormous success with around 450 guests enjoying a night of fantastic entertainment, great food and fine wine.

Good afternoon everyone, my name’s David Chandler. I became Treasurer of our Club back in March 2010.

This followed a very efficient and commendable previous service by Mike Hebden, who I must compliment for an exceptionally fine innings as Treasurer.... thanks Mike, you certainly made my inauguration to the role a damn site easier than I suspect yours may have been!

Testament to this fact is a comment I received from Matrix Partners -our auditors again for this year’s accounts – who said the figures and reports presented for auditing this year were far superior to any others we’d provided in the past.

I must also thank our super-efficient bookkeeper, Pauline Pope, who has been pivotal to the improvement of our Club’s performance in this important area... she really has done a remarkable job for us since coming on board  (JULY 2009?).

On your tables you’ll find a hard copy of the WA Mining Club audited figures for 2009/10.

I’ve simplified these down to a couple of Alan Kohler-type charts to avoid being awarded the ‘most boring segment’ today.

This first one shows where the money came in and where it went out.

Couple of points of interest... Membership fees are by far the greatest income earner, followed by the Golf Day and St Barbara’s Day. The monthly luncheon presentations and 
Gala Ball generally come out pretty even stevens, although Feb and June lunches were slightly more profitable than the others. The awards and prizes category, which is mostly Scholarships and RFDS donations, was obviously the major cost centre again, behind overheads.

This second view shows how the major sections compared to the previous year.

Pretty self explanatory I think. 

In summary, as you can see we ended up with enough surplus to enable yet another year of very healthy Tertiary Mining Students Scholarships to be awarded, plus another very healthy donation to the RFDS.

So it’s been a pretty good year for our Club and unless there any questions I’ll be happy to let you enjoy what you came here for, rather than listening to me any longer.
